Here’s what parents need to know:
e All parents dropping off or picking up students should access the school from Ceitus Parkway to SW
29" Avenue.

s Morning Drop-off Route — All students should be dropped off at the SW 29" Avenue driveway. (See
pink line on the map.)

e Afternoon Pick-up Routes
o Pre-K and Kindergarten — Parents should pick up students at the easternmost SW 3™ Street
driveway. (See blue line on the map.)
o Grades 1 through 5 — Parents should pick up students at the SW 29t Avenue driveway. (See
pink line on the map.)

Parents should follow detour
signs. Flaggers will be present for
the first week to help direct traffic
during morning drop off and
afternoon pick up. This access
route is expected to last through
Spring 2019.
